	Main lesson aims: By the end of this lesson you will recognise the different types of words that make up a sentence and see similarities and differences between the structure of English sentences and French sentences.
Starter - 3 Discuss the meaning of an adjective.  Ask a child to come to the front of the class and choose a planet word card (Resource 57.1) from a pile.  The child reads it aloud to the class.

The children then have to think of an adjective for that planet (eg: Mars – rouge).  Then ask the children if they can make a sentence to describe the planet with the chosen adjective. 
   

	Activity

1 Ask the children to help you write up 3 sentences about the planets.
Vénus est une planète chaude.

Jupiter est une planète énorme.

 Uranus est une grande planète.
 2     Invite the children to come up to the board and underline, in      different colours, les noms (nouns), les noms propres (proper nouns) and les adjectifs (the adjectives).  

Ask the class to read these aloud. 

3     Introduce mimes to represent les noms (pat hand on head), les noms propres (make capital A with hands above head) et les adjectifs(rub cheek with hand).  Randomly call out planet names, planet as a noun and planet related adjectives and ask the children to mime the correct word category.
3       Ask children to give the English translations for the sentences on the board and write these under the French sentences. 
 Repeat the underlining activity for the English sentences.  Discuss similarities and differences in words and sentence structure (the position and spelling of adjectives).

4   Work with the children to think of a rule to help them build descriptive sentences.  Eg In French most adjectives come after the noun but the adjectives for ‘big’ and ‘small’ go in front of the noun in the same way as they do in English.         
5   Placing a variety of words from the class sentence builders pack as well as the names of the planets on the board, ask the children to write sentences to describe 3 of the planets.

	1. Plenary   Give one group of children a word each from one of the sentences about the planets and ask them to hold them up randomly at the front of the class.  Ask the class to order the sentence by telling the children where to stand using the instructions ‘à gauche/à droite’.  



	Follow on Activities –

Throughout the week practise ordering sentences about the planets.

Reinforce the rules regarding word order with adjectives.
