	Topic:Family                                  Lesson: 4b


	Main lesson aims: By the end of this lesson you will be able to :read phrases describing family; pronounce phrases correctly.
Starter: Recap family phrases using flashcards (resource 4.1) or powerpoint.
Point to a child and say “Voici mon père”and the child responds saying “Je m’appelle Homer”. Repeat this with other members of the family. Get the children to do this in pairs taking it in turns to introduce each other (may depend on ability of class.)

	Activity:

1. Place all flashcards on board. Introduce written sentences (flashcards or powerpoint) one at a time and ask pupils to come up and match each sentence to the correct picture.(resource 4.2)
2.Ask the children if they can work out  why mon and ma are colour-coded(blue for male and red for female).(At this stage you do not need to go into detail , just explain that mon is the male way of saying my and ma  female).

3. Leave voici mon père and voici mon frère on the board and point out the accents. Ask children if they can write mère. Have they spotted the rhyming pattern?
4.Hand out sets of cards to groups. Ask children to place all picture cards on table face up in front of them. Teacher may need to explain the pictures .Teacher holds up ,points to  or says a written phrase(including je m’appelle Lisa etc)and the children respond by holding up the correct picture card.(resource 4.3)

5.Using the same set of  cards children match the written text cards with the picture cards to get  them used to the cards.
6.Pelminism.Children place all cards  face down on table and muddle them up.They take it in turns to pick up 2 cards, one of each colour and read the phrase card.If they get a matching pair they keep it,if not they replace the 2 cards in the same place.The child with the most pairs wins.
